. Turn on the transmitter, press and
hold the POWER button for at least 2
seconds and release.

Sleep Time

All transmitters have the ability to change
the sleep time from the default to user’s
preference. The transmitter is factory set to
turn off (sleep) after 15 minutes irrespective
of receiver status. To change the time the
transmitter waits before going to sleep, use
the following procedure:

1. With the transmitter off, press and hold
buttons RAISE BROOM, LOWER BROOM,

2. At this point, both lights will blink once per
second.

Cloning Transmitters

Cloning allows an additional transmitter (B)
to have the same ID code as the original
transmitter (A).
